A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Berzinas to approve the minutes of the Special Meeting of November 8, 2018; to authorize staff to update Bank Signature Cards (to remove Leland Simpson as Authorized Signer from All Accounts and add Steven Lucas as Authorized Signer for All Accounts) effective January 17, 2019; and to approve the renewal of Kaiser Health Benefits for Qualified Employees. He stated he got on the Board at an ideal time with the Assessment District, Delta Coves, purchasing a new loader, and the hiring of a permanent District Manager.  The District is also in progress of doing $12 million worth of work on the levee.  He wished Director Lucas luck with his new service on the Board.
President Smith and Director Berzinas asked staff to bring a resolution to the January 2019 meeting to recognize Mr. Simpson’s service on the Board.

District Manager Espinoza stated Mr. Simpson has given her a lot to think about and hoped he would still come and visit.

Mr. Scott McKenzie stated he has a drainage issue at 3358 Stone Road.  His property is the one that floods all the time.  He would like to know what needs to be done and who is responsible.
There was a brief discussion on how the Northwest Levee and Stone Road Seepage Reduction Project and the Stone Road Culvert Drainage Project may be of assistance for this property owner’s situation.

APPROVAL OF INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR CONSULTING AGREEMENT RENEWAL FOR FINANCIAL CONSULTANT

District Manager Espinoza stated it is time for the Financial Consultant Agreement renewal for next year.  She submitted to the Board documentation on salaries compared with other positions in the field.  District Espinoza recommended continuing the current contract, with a COLA increase, which would bring the hourly cost to $27.42 an hour.
A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to approve the Independent Contractor Agreement for part time Financial Consultant Services for the period January 1, 2019 to December 31, 2019.  The vote showed four directors in favor (Director Kirk was absent).  Motion carried.
AUTHORIZE SIGNATURE ON NOTICE OF EXEMPTION FOR STONE ROAD DRAIN IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

District Manager Espinoza stated that with the Stone Road Drain Improvement Project, the District will be submitting to the County a Notice of Exemption for the addition of two storm drain inlets south of Stone Road that will feed into the existing storm drain north of Stone Road.  The storm drain pipes will be placed through Stone Road encroaching in the County road.
A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to approve the submission and signing of the Notice of Exemption (NOE) with Contra Costa County for the addition of two storm drain inlets south of Stone Road.  The vote showed four directors in favor (Director Kirk was absent).  Motion carried.
