Directors Smith and Berzinas have a potential conflict as to the drainage issue on Taylor Road.  Directors Lucas and Kirk did not have any conflicts.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

UPDATE ON BETHEL ISLAND CULVERT/DRAINAGE/STANDING WATER ISSUES

District Manager Espinoza stated there are no updates since the last meeting.  Staff is still waiting for the permit for the Taylor Road culvert.
Director Lucas asked if the culvert on Stone Road has been completed.

District Manager Espinoza stated Ed Horn from Delta Coves is still waiting for signoff from the County.

Director Berzinas asked who is going to be responsible for inspecting the tie-ins to make sure they are in accordance with the engineer’s design.  When and what is going to be done with the debris aprons around the D.I.’s on Stone Road.

District Manager Espinoza stated the aprons will be installed to be the same as the other ones and BIMID will be responsible to check the installation of the tie-ins.  The County would also like to inspect the installation because it is one of their culverts.

District Manager Espinoza stated the Boardmembers will be notified of a date to review the three vendors programs.
