The Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District met in regular session located at 3085 Stone Road, Bethel Island, CA at 6:30 p.m.  Upon roll call, the following were found to be present: Directors: Bruce Smith, Tony Berzinas, Bob Amrine, Lisa Kirk and Steve Lucas.  Attorney Dave Larsen and District Manager Regina Espinoza were also in attendance.
BOARD DISCLOSURE OF POTENTIAL APPEARANCES OF CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

CONSENT CALENDAR

A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to: approve the minutes of the Special Meeting of December 13, 2018; adopt Resolution No. 19-01-17A “In Recognition of and Appreciation for Leland Simpson’s Service as a Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District Boardmember”; and adopt Resolution No. 19-01-17B and Resolution No. 19-01-17C ECC Bank Signature Cards for BIMID’s Eleven Bank Accounts.  
President Smith asked Director Berzinas to read aloud Resolution No. 19-01-17A “In Recognition of and Appreciation for Leland Simpson’s Service as a Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District Boardmember”.
Director Berzinas stated Lee was a good tempering and balancing voice on the Board.
President Smith agreed with Director Berzinas and added that Mr. Simpson has a presence on the island and truly cares about the Island. 

The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Director Amrine stated he would like President Smith as President, Director Berzinas as Vice President, and Director Amrine as Board Secretary.

Director Berzinas stated he agreed with the nomination.
Director Kirk stated she agreed with the nomination, adding that Director Lucas should be Treasurer.

A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Berzinas with the nominations as follows: President Smith as Board President, Director Berzinas as Vice President, Director Amrine as Board Secretary and Director Lucas as Treasurer.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
District Clerk Bixby asked the Board if they would like Director Reports to remain the same.

The Board agreed to leave as is for Director Reports.
ANNOUNCEMENTS

President Smith stated he observed that the tide has been higher and there will likely be three or four more days of these higher tides.
PUBLIC COMMENT

Director Berzinas stated the topic of the proposed fish plant on the island is not on the agenda, but with the proposed location of the plant being adjacent to the drainage ditches on Canal Road, he believed the District should have some cursory review by the engineer or legal counsel on what the impacts will be to BIMID’s responsibilities.  This would include discharge, traffic flow next to the drainage ditch and the flow of the ditch.  There are many more agencies involved and BIMID is just one of the entities.
District Manager Espinoza stated BIMID has already spoke with and sent in comments to the County.  She is waiting for a final draft from the County and the County knows to let BIMID know of any new information.
President Smith stated this is just the first step in the process and they will need to submit an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) and other agencies that will need their input as well.

Director Kirk asked if this item could be put on future District Manager’s reports.

President Smith agreed to put it in the District Manager’s Report.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

MONTHLY UPDATE/PROGRESS REPORT BY DELTA COVES REPRESENTATIVES
No update.  District Manager Espinoza stated everyone is still working on the final paperwork (bill of sale, etc).
UPDATE ON BETHEL ISLAND CULVERT/DRAINAGE/STANDING WATER ISSUES
President Smith asked Levee and Drainage Superintendent Martins how everything was holding up during the rains.
Levee and Drainage Superintendent Martins stated the ditches are full.  Both pumps are running on Taylor Road and the 15hp pump is also running.
President Smith asked if the pumps are running consistently or periodically.

Levee and Drainage Superintendent Martins stated the pumps are on a float system so the pumps turn on when the water is high.  There is an hour meter on the pumps but it does not tell you when they turn on or off.
There was a brief discussion on the pumps.

District Manager Espinoza gave an update on the Stone Road drainage issue and stated that it looks a lot better than in the past.  There are a couple of places that are still having issues.

There was a brief discussion on the culverts that will be going in on Stone Road.
NEW BUSINESS

HOLD FIRST READING, SETTING HEARING FOR, AND ORDERING PUBLICATION OF NOTICE FOR, POSSIBLE ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE 2 “RELATING TO MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS AND ADOPTION, AMENDMENT AND REPEAL OF ORDINANCES”

Attorney Dave Larsen stated this is the first reading of Ordinance 2 which sets the date for the Public Hearing.  He briefly explained the revisions that were made to Ordinance 2.  He asked for Board comments and if there are no comments, then the Board should proceed with the First Reading.
President Smith opened the First Reading of Ordinance 2.

There was no public comment.

Director Berzinas read the title of Ordinance 2 into the record, “An Ordinance of the Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District Restating the Procedures Governing Meetings and the Adoption and Repeal of Ordinances” 

A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to set the second reading for Ordinance 2 for February 14, 2019 at 6:30pm.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
DISTRICT MANAGER REPORT UPDATE ON GOALS, STRATEGIES, PROBLEM AREAS, WORK COMPLETED
A written report was available to the public.  District Manager Espinoza stated at the next meeting in February, the District Engineers will be doing a presentation on the Northwest Levee Improvement Project and Stone Road Seepage Project.  There has been a request from the Delta Stewardship Council that the District file for Consistency on this project.  This will be addressed by the Engineers.  District Manager Espinoza is also working on scheduling a flood fight training in the next several months.  The second phase of the Horseshoe Bend project has been completed except for landside mitigation planting.  Security cameras have been installed at the District yard.
Director Berzinas stated there is a new product out called Aquadam.
