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DATE:  MARCH 15, 2019
The Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District met in a continued regular session located at 3085 Stone Road, Bethel Island, CA at 10:00 a.m.  The regular meeting that was initially agendized for Thursday, March 14, 2019 at 6:30 pm was continued due to lack of a quorum.  Upon roll call, the following were found to be present: Directors: Tony Berzinas, Bob Amrine, and Steve Lucas.  District Manager Regina Espinoza was also in attendance.  Directors Bruce Smith and Lisa Kirk were absent.  This was a limited meeting with only specific items discussed.
BOARD DISCLOSURE OF POTENTIAL APPEARANCES OF CONFLICTS OF INTEREST
Director Berzinas stated he had a conflict with the portion of this agenda in regards with the repositioning of the drainage ditch along Taylor Road at the secondary pump station and the property located next to the pump station which is 500 feet from his property.  He will not vote on it but will comment on it as a member of the public.  As a resident of the island, he would like to see it take the most efficient route possible to solve the problem.
CONSENT CALENDAR
District Manager Espinoza stated there is one item on the Consent Calendar that needs to be voted on.  That is the Resolution for submitting the application for the 2019-2020 Subventions Application which is due April 1st.
A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Lucas to adopt Resolution No. 19-03-14A “Authorizing Preparation of Necessary Documents to Submit an Application for the Maintenance Work Under the Department of Water Resources Delta Levees Maintenance Subventions Program”.  The vote showed three directors in favor (Directors Smith and Kirk were absent).  Motion carried.
District Manager Espinoza asked if the Boardmembers would like to approve the rest of the Consent Calendar.
Director Berzinas stated he would like the February 21, 2019 minutes to be continued until the April 11th Regular Meeting so that other Boardmembers can make comments.  He also stated any voting or action items will be continued until the April 11th Regular Meeting.

Director Berzinas stated the other continued item is paying the bills.

A motion was made by Director Lucas and seconded by Director Amrine to pay the bills.  The vote showed three directors in favor (Directors Smith and Kirk were absent).  Motion carried.
District Manager Espinoza stated the reason Mark Fortner from GEI was here at the 3/14/19 meeting was to briefly discuss the drainage issues on Stone Road and the Taylor Road issue.

UPDATE ON BETHEL ISLAND CULVERT/DRAINAGE/STANDING WATER ISSUES

District Manager Espinoza briefly went over the Stone Road Drainage Inlets Project.  Delta Coves has partnered with the District to try to get two additional culverts to help alleviate the drainage issue.  There were two proposed locations that GEI has located for the project.  The location may or may not change (DI #SR02).  DI #SR01 is at the best location for the particular area.  The plans will be brought back to the Board for final review before submitting to the County.
The Taylor Road issue has been ongoing with regards to the ditch that leads to the District’s 15 hp pump station behind the hardware store.  It has been noticed that a lot of erosion has been happening in the ditch over the last six months.  There has been increased erosion under the driveway on the property next to 2926 Taylor Road.  The pump station next to that property needs major maintenance (walnut tree, etc.).  There needs to be an underground system installed that is not an open trench.  The engineers are looking at alternative designs.  It would be at the District’s expense to go out and survey the property to make sure of the markings of the County’s right-of-way and location of potential culverts.
There was a discussion on when to begin construction of the project (whether it’s this fiscal year or the next fiscal year that starts on July 1st), as proper funding allocation needs to be made.
The Board recommended to have the survey done because the Board can’t make a formal decision at this time without the correct information.
A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Lucas to adjourn the meeting.  The vote showed three directors in favor (Directors Smith and Kirk were absent).  Motion carried.
The regular meeting adjourned at 10:20am.
