The Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District met in an adjourned regular session located at 3085 Stone Road, Bethel Island, CA at 6:30 p.m.  Upon roll call, the following were found to be present: Directors: Bruce Smith, Tony Berzinas, Bob Amrine, Lisa Kirk and Steve Lucas.  Attorney Dave Larsen and District Manager Regina Espinoza were also in attendance.
BOARD DISCLOSURE OF POTENTIAL APPEARANCES OF CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

None.
CONSENT CALENDAR

A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Berzinas to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of May 9, 2019.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
ANNOUNCEMENTS
Director Berzinas asked that everyone visit the Boating and Waterways website for aquatic and submerged invasive weed program to make their complaints known so that they will come out and eradicate the weeds.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
UPDATE ON BETHEL ISLAND CULVERT/DRAINAGE/STANDING WATER ISSUES
District Manager Espinoza stated that, at the last board meeting, the installation of Stone Road culverts was discussed.  She asked the Board to review the two encroachment permits that will be submitted to the County for 3344 Stone Road and 3960 Stone Road.  As soon as the permits are issued, work will begin this summer.  There are no final plans for Taylor Road culverts yet, but after the other permits are signed off, then the Taylor Road culvert plans will be submitted.
There was a question on additional drainage issues on Stone Road.

A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to approve the submittal of the encroachment permits for 3344 and 3960 Stone Road culvert installation.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
UPDATE ON ASSET MANAGEMENT SYSTEM

District Manager Espinoza gave a brief update.  She is continuing to meet with companies to receive bids and determine what each of the programs entail.  Another thing that will have to be worked out is the data entry portion of the program and how it is going to be done, either with temporary part time help or interns.  CityWorks will be the next demo.
Director Berzinas asked if staff was also looking into the educational interns.

District Manager Espinoza stated it is a possibility and she is looking into all possible solutions.  She also did receive a quote for a third party to do the inventory and data entry and it is very expensive.
NEW BUSINESS

PUBLIC HEARING FOR BIMID LEVEE AND FLOOD CONTROL FACILITIES AND MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR ASSESSMENT DISTRICT
Mr. Kyle Tankard from SCI was present to answer any questions and highlight the assessments for Fiscal Year 2019-20.  The Consumer Price Index (CPI) is at 4.49%.  The Assessment District can only raise the assessments by 3% (in any given year) and any unused portion will be used in years when the CPI is lower.  The assessment for FY 19-20 will be $123.80 which is an increase of $3.61 per single family unit.  The amount of revenues will be approximately $242,034.
The Public Hearing was closed.

A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Lucas to adopt Resolution No. 19-06-20A “Accepting the Final Engineer’s Report and Assessment Diagram, and Ordering the Levy of Assessments for Fiscal Year 2019-20 for the Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District Levee and Flood Control Facilties Maintenance and Repair Assessment District”.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF LETTER TO CONTRA COSTA COUNTY PUBLIC WORKS REGARDING BETHEL ISLAND CULVERTS

District Manager Espinoza stated that at the May 9th meeting there had been a discussion on drafting a letter to the County Public Works (with a copy to go to Supervisor Diane Burgis) asking for a timeline regarding the culvert maintenance issues that need to be addressed.
There was a review of proposed changes to the letter.  Chris Lauritzen, a Director with the Ironhouse Sanitary District, suggested the letter should be co-written from both Districts.  Ironhouse Sanitary District has had issues with property owners from Bethel Island draining their stormwater into the sewer line which is causing issues with their equipment.
The Board agreed the letter be co-authored by both Districts.

District Manager Espinoza stated she will contact Mr. Chad Davisson at Ironhouse Sanitary District to discuss the letter.
A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to approve the letter with edits and send the letter by both BIMID and Ironhouse Sanitary District.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
SELECTION OF THREE (3) CANDIDATES FOR SDRMA’S BOARD OF DIRECTORS ELECTION BALLOT

A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Kirk to select candidates Bob Swan, Sandy Seifert-Raffelson and Jesse Claypool for the SDRMA Board of Directors.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
ADOPTION OF DISTRICT 2019-20 BUDGET

District Manager Espinoza gave highlights of the FY 2019-20 District Budget.  She recommended all current five permanent staff receive a 2.8 Cost of Living Allowance.  During the mid-year budget review, she recommended hiring of temporary part-time staff positions, which is due to the anticipated increased demand of Delta Coves operations and possibly data entry position for the asset management software implementation.  The amount is projected at $21,500 payroll increase.  There is an anticipated $20,000 for the Asset Management System purchase.  Merit increase that is recommended with be 2% of current payroll totals, roughly $9,800 to be divided at the discretion of the sliding scale employee evaluations.  There needs to be a replacement of the hazardous materials container/storage for approximately $7,500.  There will be a possible purchase of a new boat (approximately $20,000 earmarked from the designated Delta Coves O & M funds).  It was also recommended that a General Fund allocation be made for the cost of park operations.
A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to adopt the District FY 2019-20 Budget as presented.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
