CONSENT CALENDAR

District Manager Espinoza had stated at the November board meeting that there wasn’t going to be any pertinent issues that would require a board meeting in December.  Staff went back and found a few things that needed to be handled prior to the new year and set a very brief agenda for the Board for last week’s scheduled meeting.  Unfortunately, circumstances beyond control delayed the meeting (Board President had jury duty).  The Special Meeting on December 12, 2019 didn’t have a quorum, so the two members of the Board that were in attendance recommended setting up another meeting as soon as possible.
