PUBLIC HEARING FOR BIMID LEVEE AND FLOOD CONTROL FACILITIES AND MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR ASSESSMENT DISTRICT – ADOPT RESOLUTION NO. 20-07-16A “ACCEPTING THE FINAL ENGINEERS REPORT AND ASSESSMENT DIAGRAM, AND ORDERING THE LEVY OF ASSESSMENTS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2020-21 FOR BIMID LEVEE AND FLOOD CONTROL FACILITIES MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR ASSESSMENT DISTRICT”
Mr. Kyle Tankard from SCI presented the Final Engineer’s Report and assessments for the Fiscal Year 2020-21.  The assessment per single family equivalent for Fiscal Year 2020-21 will be $127.52.  This is an increase of 3% from the previous year of $123.80.  The total income from the assessment for 2020-21 will be $249,000.
Ms. Jody Mazzarella asked if the Board would consider not increasing the assessment due to the COVID-19 pandemic and the high unemployment rate.
Ms. Jean Wise commented that it was such a small increase and would like to see the levee work to continue.

Director Kirk stated that page 14 and 15 of the Engineer’s Report shows the projects that the money is being used for to improve levee stability.  Director Kirk asked how many parcels are taxed and if Delta Coves is also part of the assessment.

Mr. Kyle Tankard stated there are about 1500 parcels on the island.  Delta Coves is being assessed at the empty parcel rate of $93.00, but as soon as the houses are built, they will be assessed at the same rate of $127.52.

A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Knorr, Jr.  to adopt Resolution No. 20-07-16A “Accepting the Final Engineer’s Report and Assessment Diagram, and Ordering the Levy of Assessments for Fiscal Year 2020-21 for the Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District Levee and Flood Control Facilities Maintenance and Repair Assessment District.  The vote showed four directors in favor (Director Lucas was absent).  Motion carried.
