The Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District met in special session located at 3085 Stone Road, Bethel Island, CA at 6:00 p.m.  Upon roll call, the following were found to be present: Directors: Bruce Smith, Tony Berzinas, Bob Amrine, Lee Simpson.  Director Lisa Kirk was absent.  Attorney Dave Larsen, District Manager Regina Espinoza, and District Engineer Jeff Twitchell from GEI were also in attendance.
BOARD DISCLOSURE OF POTENTIAL APPEARANCES OF CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

CONSENT CALENDAR

A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Berzinas to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of March 15, 2018.  The vote showed four directors in favor (Director Kirk was absent).  Motion carried.
ANNOUNCEMENTS

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Mark Whitlock stated he has been working with the AED Program on the island.  AMR, ConFire and the County have their program back in place for funding for the maintenance and repairs to the AED equipment. There are currently six AED units on Bethel Island; including the one at the BIMID Hall.
Director Berzinas recommended that the sign at Bethel Island Chamber of Commerce (with the locations of the AED’s, emergency radio locations and evacuation points) be repainted.

Mr. Mark Whitlock stated the ECCFPD is trying to inform everyone to use PulsePoint which has all the locations of the AED’s with directions to the locations.
A member of the audience recommended posting the map of the AED locations on the Facebook Bethel Island page.
The Board gave direction to staff to research the matter.

Mr. Dean Moreland asked what happened to the BIMID Siren Sign.

Levee & Drainage Superintendent Martins stated the sign is currently over at the Delta Coves Maintenance Yard.

Mr. Ed Horn from Delta Coves stated the contractor for Delta Coves is supposed to be getting a new sign.

Director Kirk joined the meeting.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

MONTHLY UPDATE/PROGRESS REPORT BY DELTA COVES REPRESENTATIVES
Mr. Owen Poole stated the water line under the bridge has passed all the chlorination tests.  They will have water to the chemical feed by Monday morning.  The contractor will have a couple of weeks to assemble a team and test the water system to make sure it is working correctly.  After the tests have been completed, there will be drinking water on the island.  There won’t be anymore digging up Bethel Island Road.  There are a couple of seismic connections under the bridge that are on order to be installed and will be completed with that part of the bridge.  They don’t want to do any Bethel Island Road repairs until the issues on the bridge have been completed.  They will be meeting with the County to discuss the overlay for Bethel Island Road.  They will soon be working on Parcel B.  Mr. Poole stated there is a conference call every Monday with District Manager Espinoza, Jeff Twitchell from GEI and Kevin Tillis from Hultgren-Tillis to discuss goals that need to be completed.  There will be a request that BIMID take over the whole drainage system by BIMID’s next meeting, if not in June.  He explained the goals that still need to be completed.  There has been testing of all the generators with one generator passing.  He is hoping that all the items will be completed in the next two to three weeks.
UPDATE ON BETHEL ISLAND CULVERT/DRAINAGE/STANDING WATER ISSUES
District Manager Espinoza stated there aren’t any new updates.  Staff is working with individual property owners on their drainage issues.  Staff is currently working for the planning stage for the Northwest Levee and Stone Road Seepage Project which will include some of the seepage issues on Stone Road.  In her District Manager Report she reports that a letter has been mailed out to property owners that will be affected by the Northwest Levee and Stone Road Seepage project.
NEW BUSINESS

ADOPT RESOLUTION NO. 18-04-19A “IN SUPPORT OF THE ABANDONMENT OF EASEMENTS” DELTA COVES PARCEL M

Mr. Jeff Twitchell from GEI explained the five-acre area easement which contains the chemical feed building and a drainage facility on the west side of the five-acre parcel.  He recommended there isn’t a need to preserve a storm drain easement or a levee maintenance easement on behalf of BIMID’s interest, it really needs to be closer to the levee system.  The Resolution is for the County to file for a quick claim or abandonment of a portion of the five-acre easement, which is .44 acres.
Attorney Dave Larsen stated BIMID can’t abandon the easement because we are not the recipient but can support the abandonment for the County.

Mr. Jeff Twitchell recommended adopting the Resolution.

A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to adopt Resolution No. 18-04-19A “In Support of the Abandonment of Easements” for Delta Coves Parcel M.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
HOLD FIRST READING, SETTING HEARING FOR, AND ORDERING PUBLICATION OF NOTICE FOR, POSSIBLE ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE 22 (ESTABLISHING REGULATIONS GOVERNING PARKS)
District Manager Espinoza stated Ordinance 22 was reviewed at last month’s meeting as a draft for comments.  There were a few changes in the language under Section 5 Smoking and Section 10 Public Conduct.  Under Section 5 Smoking which pertains to the types of smoking (A)Smoking is prohibited in all parks, including smoking of pipes, cigarettes, e-cigarettes and cigars, and including tobacco, marijuana and anything inhaled through an electronic cigarette or other vaping device.  Under Section 10 Public Conduct there were two additional items added, (A)No person shall expectorate upon any walkway within the park, and (B)No person shall urinate or defecate with or surrounding the park exposed to public view.
President Smith asked under Section 10B why does it say, “exposed to public view”.

It was the consensus of the Board to put a period after “park” and delete “exposed to public view”.

Director Kirk asked if there is anything in the Ordinance that pertains to events and alcohol.
District Manager Espinoza stated the way the Ordinance was set up is in such a way that includes “at the District’s discretion”.  The Ordinance is broad enough that a more in-depth application can be created for those special events.
A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Berzinas to proceed with the scheduling of the Public Hearing for the May 17, 2018 Regular/Special Meeting and authorize staff to publish the “Notice of Public Hearing” in the Oakley Press Newspaper.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
CONSIDERATION OF EMERGENCY RESPONSE GRANT PROPOSED WORKPLAN

District Manager Espinoza stated this is an information item for the Board.  The District has finally received the signed Emergency Response Grant late last month.  Staff has been working with GEI to put together a draft work plan of the training that will be required for the grant and a timeline to be completed.  The District has not received the funding yet.  The Workplan lays out what needs to be done in the next six months to a year.  The workplan explains the NIMS/SIMS training for flood response training is for staff and then to move on to more in-depth training, including tabletop exercises and actual field exercises.  It has not been determined who the participants will be at this time.  There will be a meeting to determine where the training will be held at, which possibly could be the local Fire Department.  There will be more information at the May meeting at which time the Board will be asked for their participation in the training.
DISTRICT MANAGER REPORT UPDATE ON GOALS, STRATEGIES, PROBLEM AREAS, WORK COMPLETED
A written report was available to the public.  District Manager Espinoza stated the walk through for the streetscape and beautification project was done with BIMID, GEI and other members of the public.  It was discussed to have a joint session with BIMAC and BIMID to review all the beautification and improvements on Bethel Island Road once the landscape architect has the landscape plans.  That way everyone will be able to look at them at the same time and the community will also be included in that discussion.  It was initially scheduled for May, but it will depend on when the landscape plans will be completed.
District Manager Espinoza stated the permitting will be completed in May for the Horseshoe Bend Project.  After permits have been obtained, it will be time for the second phase of the project.  Before that maybe some tours will be set up to discuss what the second phase will consists of.
President Smith stated that if there is enough interest for the tours, it could be done in two shifts for people interested in viewing the project.

Director Kirk asked about the letter that went out to property owners regarding the Northwest Levee and Stone Road Seepage Project.

Mr. Dean Moreland asked about the vegetation spraying in the residential areas and when is it to be completed.

Levee & Drainage Superintendent stated that it hasn’t been done for awhile because of complaints from property owners.

The Board asked that the spraying of the levee be put on the May meeting agenda for discussion.
