The Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District met in special session located at 3085 Stone Road, Bethel Island, CA at 6:30 p.m.  Upon roll call, the following were found to be present: Directors: Bruce Smith, Tony Berzinas, Bob Amrine, Lee Simpson and Lisa Kirk.  Attorney Dave Larsen and District Manager Regina Espinoza were also in attendance.
BOARD DISCLOSURE OF POTENTIAL APPEARANCES OF CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

CONSENT CALENDAR
A motion was made by Director Simpson and seconded by Director Amrine to approve the minutes of the Special Meeting of June 21, 2018.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Berzinas to adopt Resolution No. 18-07-19A “Delegating Authority to Approve Certificates of Acceptance”.
Director Berzinas asked if there is a way for the directors to be notified because this item is to convey real property.
Attorney Larsen stated the District Manager must notify the Board before proceeding.

The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.

Director Kirk stated BIMID should be involved with Delta Protection Commission Heritage areas meetings.

District Manager Espinoza stated the Delta Protection Commission will be offering forum discussions in the future, which has already been discussed at the Delta Stewardship Council and Delta Levees and Habitat Advisory Council meetings.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

MONTHLY UPDATE/PROGRESS REPORT BY DELTA COVES REPRESENTATIVES
Mr. Owen Poole gave an update on the Delta Coves project.  There will be work being done on Bethel Island Road between the bridge and Tugs (repairing concrete).  In the middle of August, road paving will begin.  He submitted an application to the County with plans for Bethel Island Road Improvement.  Mr. Poole stated he would like to schedule a meeting with BIMAC and BIMID to discuss the application.  The only place to put a tree or a streetlight is on private property.  He is hoping that the property owners will be willing to have trees or streetlights on their property.  He is hoping that at the next Board Meeting there will be acceptance of the storm drain system.  There are a few items on the checklist that still need to be completed.
UPDATE ON BETHEL ISLAND CULVERT/DRAINAGE/STANDING WATER ISSUES
District Manager Espinoza stated the District is still working with property owners on their drainage issues.  She is working with the County and Delta Coves to focus on necessary projects within the Northwest Levee Project scope to alleviate the Stone Road drainage issues.  There was a written report available to the public.
NEW BUSINESS

DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION OF CALIFORNIA SPECIAL DISTRICTS ASSOCIATION BOARD ELECTIONS (SEAT A) BAY AREA NETWORK
A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Berzinas to select Mr. Chad Davisson from Ironhouse Sanitary District and authorize the District Clerk to complete the official electronic ballot with the chosen candidate.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
DISCUSSION OF NORTHWEST LEVEE IMPROVEMENTS AND STONE ROAD SEEPAGE REDUCTION PROJECT INITIAL STUDY AND PROPOSED MITGATED NEGATIVE DECLARATION (IS/MND)

District Manager Espinoza stated there is no need for action but she wanted to inform the Board that GEI Engineers are moving forward with the Initial Study and Proposed Mitigated Negative Declaration.  She also requested the Board’s approval to proceed with the thirty (30) day review to begin on July 20, 2018.  Staff will then review any comments that come back from the public and respond, then finalize the Mitigated Negative Declaration and also prepare the required CEQA (California Environmental Quality Act) Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program.  It will come back to the Board after the thirty-day comment period ends in September 2018.
Director Simpson asked about the two mile, 10-foot wide bench where plants will be planted on the waterside shelf and who’s responsibility is it to maintain.  He is concerned that the tules and invasive plants will take over the plantings.
There was a discussion on the details of the plantings and maintenance.

The Board gave direction to staff to proceed with the 30-day review.

AMENDMENTS OF ORDINANCE NO. 2 REGARDING MEETING TIMES/PROCEDURES
Attorney Larsen stated he needs direction on what the Board wants for meeting day and time for the regular monthly meetings.  There are other items in the Ordinance that will also need updating.  He will prepare a new draft Ordinance for the September meeting.

A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Berzinas to hold the regular board meetings on the second Thursday of the month at 6:30pm.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
DISTRICT MANAGER REPORT UPDATE ON GOALS, STRATEGIES, PROBLEM AREAS, WORK COMPLETED
A written report was available to the public.  District Manager Espinoza stated the agreement for the Carl Moyer Grant has been signed and the executed copy is in the office.  There has been communication with CAT to get an updated quote and financing options.  BIMID is still waiting for the wrap-up with Delta Coves for the funds to purchase the equipment.  It might be on the August agenda for further consideration.
District Manager Espinoza stated the office will be closed on Tuesday, July 24th because staff will not be in the office but field staff will be working out in the field.

Another housekeeping item is the Park signage.  The Park Committee will be meeting to discuss the wording of the signs and the discussion with the Sheriff’s Office to discuss the need for a Trespass Letter.  This item will be placed on the August agenda for discussion of the sign.  A donation letter will be mailed out this summer at the request of the Park Committee several months ago.
Director Berzinas stated if the Park Committee doesn’t have agreement on the wording of the sign, that the wording be brought to the Board at the August meeting.
