CONTRA COSTA COUNTY COMMENT REQUEST DP18-3026 – PRESENTATION BY DELTA COVES – BETHEL ISLAND ROAD DEVELOPMENT PLAN
Delta Coves representatives did a presentation of what Contra Costa County proposed for changes to Bethel Island Road.  There was a walking tour with all the agencies to discuss the changes.  The purpose of this meeting was to gather comments from BIMID/BIMAC and the public.
The Bethel Island Road area discussed was from the Bethel Island Bridge to Gateway Road.  There were various comments from  both the MAC and BIMID Boards and the public.
Director Berzinas stated that if the crosswalk from Tugs to the Park is removed, the ADA will have to be removed and a new curb will need to be installed.  He also felt the removal of the crosswalk would make it unsafe for pedestrians trying to enter the Park.
There were various comments from the public.  There was a comment that bike lanes would be very dangerous on Gateway and Bethel Island Road.  There were several comments on installing stop lights on Bethel Island Road (Sandy Lane, Taylor Road, Gateway Road) to slow down the increase of traffic when Delta Coves starts building homes.
A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to support the Bethel Island Municipal Advisory Council with regards to their vote and decision regarding the crosswalk at the Park and other crosswalks on Bethel Island Road.  The vote showed four directors in favor (Director Kirk was absent).  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Berzinas for consent and support to Bethel Island Municipal Advisory Council to eliminate a proposed center turn lane and keep the existing two lanes of traffic in each direction.  The vote showed four directors in favor (Director Kirk was absent).  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine for consent and support to the Bethel Island Municipal Advisory Council to plant material, fencing and street lights under L100 zone .  The vote showed four directors in favor (Director Kirk was absent).  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Smith to support Bethel Island Municipal Advisory Council to remove “Bulb Outs” at crosswalks on Bethel Island Road.  The vote showed four directors in favor (Director Kirk was absent).  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to adjourn the meeting.  The vote showed four directors in favor (Director Kirk was absent).  Motion carried.
