The Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District met in special session located at 3085 Stone Road, Bethel Island, CA at 6:30 p.m.  Upon roll call, the following were found to be present: Directors: Tony Berzinas, Bob Amrine, Lee Simpson and Lisa Kirk.  Attorney Dave Larsen and District Manager Regina Espinoza were also in attendance.  Mark Fortner from GEI was attending via telephone.  President Bruce Smith was absent.
BOARD DISCLOSURE OF POTENTIAL APPEARANCES OF CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

None.

CONSENT CALENDAR
A motion was made by Director Amrine and seconded by Director Simpson to approve the minutes of the Special Meeting of July 19, 2018.  The vote showed four directors in favor (President Smith was absent).  Motion carried.
ANNOUNCEMENTS

Director Berzinas stated there will be a joint Special Meeting on August 22, 2018 with Bethel Island Municipal Advisory Council to be held at Scout Hall at 6:00pm.  The discussion topic will be the Bethel Island Road Improvement Plan.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

MONTHLY UPDATE/PROGRESS REPORT BY DELTA COVES REPRESENTATIVES
District Manager Espinoza stated there wouldn’t be a representative from Delta Coves at this meeting, but there are specific Delta Coves items that will be discussed later.
President Smith joined the meeting.
UPDATE ON BETHEL ISLAND CULVERT/DRAINAGE/STANDING WATER ISSUES
District Manager Espinoza stated this item will be discussed further later in the meeting.  There is an Agreement with Delta Coves that will also aid in the Stone Road seepage issues.
NEW BUSINESS

ADOPT RESOLUTION 18-08-09A “APPROVING AN AGREEMENT WITH SDC DELTA COVES, LLC. CONCERNING STONE ROAD IMPROVEMENTS”
Attorney Dave Larsen stated Delta Coves has agreed to oversee the design and permitting of two culverts and inlets in/under Stone Road at two locations identified by BIMID staff, at no cost to BIMID.  Delta Coves will then construct them and fund the needed improvements.  This issue has been discussed several times at BIMID meetings.  There has been a mutual agreement between Delta Coves and BIMID regarding the storm drainage issues impacting specific segments on Stone Road.  Property owners would be contacted as the culverts will affect storm drainage concerns previously shared.
President Smith asked if BIMID is handling the permitting and will that also include going to the County.
District Manager Espinoza stated it would require going to the County for an encroachment permit.  Mark Fortner from GEI has been drawing up the design that would meet the engineering and design standards.

Mr. Mark Fortner stated he has been working with the County on one particular property on Stone Road where the road is higher than the drainage ditch.

Director Simpson asked if the County will maintain the two new culverts under the road.
District Manager Espinoza stated the culverts under the road will be maintained by the County, as all the other under road culverts are maintained.  The ditch in front of the property will still be the property of the property owner and maintained by the property owner.

A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to adopt Resolution No. 18-08-09A “Approving an Agreement with SDC Delta Coves, LLC, Concerning Stone Road Improvements”.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
AUTHORIZE ACCEPTANCE OF DELTA COVES INFRASTRUCTURE

Mr. Mark Fortner stated in the Resolution there are three items that need approval; the perimeter levee system, the storm drain collection system and the seepage control system.  The riprap on the peninsulas will be the responsibility of the Homeowners Association.
There was a discussion on the water quality of the lagoon and levee perimeter.
After much discussion, Director Kirk asked about the 2018-19 Delta Coves budget and stated she would like to discuss that budget.
District Manager Espinoza stated it could be placed on the next agenda to discuss the Delta Coves budget.

President Smith asked for the Delta Coves budget to be put on the September agenda.
Director Kirk stated she still didn’t understand the cost of O & M acquiring these systems in correlation with the money that BIMID receives from Delta Coves.

Director Berzinas stated there was a detailed predicted preventative maintenance program done for all the systems, assets and infrastructure for Delta Coves to formulate the costs.  He asked if the Resolution conforms with the structures and ideals and parameter of the engineering study.
Mr. Mark Fortner stated yes.
A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to adopt Resolution No. 18-08-09B “Certifying that Three More Delta Coves Facilities are Compliant with Industry Standards”.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF BETHEL ISLAND COMMUNITY PARK SIGNAGE

District Manager Espinoza stated that, at the direction of the Board, the Park Committee had met and drafted proposed language for a park sign.  She also had a meeting with the Sheriff’s Department to discuss the verbiage of the sign.  She received a suggestion to change the wording “violating park rules” to “trespassing”.  The next step would be to get comments from the Board and the public on the wording of the signage.
Director Berzinas recommended adding “will be subject to prosecution”.
There was a discussion on the Ordinance and who has the authority to enforce the park rules.
District Manager Espinoza stated it is being discussed for an administrative process and would require more elaboration.
Staff was directed to change the following:  Anyone damaging property or trespassing will be subject to prosecution; addition of a contact information (Call BIMID during office hours or in the event of an emergency call 911).
The Board suggested putting on the next agenda to discuss changing ownership of the park to the County.
Another addition to the sign is: Park opens ½ hour before sunrise.
Mr. Dean Moreland asked about what will happen during the 50’s Bash.
District Manager Espinoza stated the Park Committee has been discussing that and is talking to the Chamber.

AUTHORIZE THE PURCHASE OF NEW TIER 4 FINAL STAGE DIESEL POWERED RUBBER-TIRED LOADER WITH COOPERATIVE FUNDS FROM THE CARL MOYER PROGRAM GRANT AGREEMENT

District Manager Espinoza stated there have been discussions concerning the Agreement.  A piece of equipment has been picked out in accordance with the Grant, which is to replace the current loader, which is over fifty years old.  After the Agreement was signed, pricing and financing was discussed with local vendors.  She recommended the purchase of the new Tier 4 CAT Final Stage diesel powered loader with CAT because of their terms of service and time of delivery.
There was a discussion on the financing options.  After the $109,000 from BAAQMD is sent to CAT, BIMID will need to pay $202,000 which can be paid within a years’ time.

The Board discussed the financing options and agreed to pay $101,000 this fiscal year and pay the other $101,000 the next fiscal year.

A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to authorize the purchase the new Tier 4 Final Stage Caterpillar 950M Diesel Powered Rubber-Tired Loader with cooperative funds from the Carl Moyer Program Grant.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
DISTRICT MANAGER REPORT UPDATE ON GOALS, STRATEGIES, PROBLEM AREAS, WORK COMPLETED
A written report was available to the public.  District Manager Espinoza stated the Delta Coves Agreement will come back with the acceptance for the generators.  There will be a joint Special Meeting with BIMID and BIMAC on August 22nd to discuss the Bethel Island Road Improvements that has been proposed by Delta Coves.  All paperwork has been filed for the Northwest Levee/Stone Rd Seepage Reduction Project; the Mitigated Negative Declaration is available for review.  The Emergency Response training will continue in late September because of what is going on with the wildfires.  District Clerk Bixby will be attending the Board Secretary/Clerk Conference in October at South Lake Tahoe.
