The Bethel Island Municipal Improvement District met in special session located at 3085 Stone Road, Bethel Island, CA at 6:30 p.m.  Upon roll call, the following were found to be present: Directors: Bruce Smith, Tony Berzinas, Bob Amrine, Lee Simpson and Lisa Kirk.  Attorney Dave Larsen, Mr. Jeff Twitchell from GEI and District Manager Regina Espinoza were also in attendance.
BOARD DISCLOSURE OF POTENTIAL APPEARANCES OF CONFLICTS OF INTEREST

CONSENT CALENDAR

Director Kirk stated on page 3 of the August 9, 2018 minutes, where it states “Director Kirk stated she still didn’t understand the cost of acquiring these systems in correlation with the money that BIMID receives from Delta Coves”, should read “Director Kirk stated she still didn’t understand the O&M budget cost of acquiring these systems in correlation with the money that BIMID receives from Delta Coves”.
A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to approve the minutes of the Special Meeting of August 9, 2018 (with changes); approve the minutes of the Special Meeting of August 22, 2018; and authorize Directors Smith and Amrine to open two money market accounts with BAC Community Bank, for various Delta Coves funds; one Money Market Account will be named DCV Contingency Funds and the other Money Market Account will be named DCV O & M Funds.  The five current Directors (Smith - Board President, Berzinas - Vice President, Amrine - Board Secretary, Simpson - Board Treasurer, and Kirk - Board Member) will be authorized signers on the accounts, with additional signers District Manager Espinoza and District Clerk Bixby.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.

Mr. Dean Moreland read a statement that he is running for the BIMID Board in the November 6, 2018 election.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

MONTHLY UPDATE/PROGRESS REPORT BY DELTA COVES REPRESENTATIVES
Mr. Owen Poole stated he had sent a formal request to GEI Jeff Twitchell and staff to accept the perimeter storm drain system.  This item will be placed on the BIMID October agenda.  The propane tanks for the pump generators are still being repaired.  They are hoping to have the other entities take over their systems (Ironhouse Sanitary District, Diablo Water, etc.).  Builders are on contract to start building and within a couple of months houses will start to be built.  There is a tentative date for an April 2019 grand opening.
Mr. Owen Poole stated he is still waiting for Bethel Island Road Improvement comments from BIMAC and BIMID.

UPDATE ON BETHEL ISLAND CULVERT/DRAINAGE/STANDING WATER ISSUES
District Manager Espinoza stated it has been discussed with GEI, Contra Costa County and Delta Coves that there will be two locations on Stone Road that BIMID will assist with drainage issues.  Some of the issues will be taken care of with the Northwest Levee and Stone Road Seepage project and the new agreement with Delta Coves and the County to help with putting in culverts under the road.  BIMID will be responsible for the design plans and installation and the County agreed to maintain the culverts.
NEW BUSINESS

REVIEW OF DELTA COVES OVERALL OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE BUDGET

Mr. Jeff Twitchell explained the current operation and maintenance budget for Delta Coves.  The Community Facilities District provides $574,900 a year, which is delivered to BIMID in September.    The numbers from 2014 to 2018 are 11% higher.  There will be two new money market accounts set up for the Delta Coves O & M (67%) and the other money market account will be for the Sinking Funds or Contingency Funds (33%).  The contingency fund will be for items that will need to be replaced or repaired in the future (breach structure, pumps, generators, etc.).
There was a discussion on the CPI and when it would be applied to the amount received yearly.
CONDUCT BIENNIAL REVIEW OF THE BETHEL ISLAND MUNICIPAL IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT’S CONFLICT OF INTEREST CODE AS REQUIRED BY THE POLITICAL REFORM ACT

District Clerk Bixby explained that every two years the Board needs to review the District’s Conflict of Interest Code as required by the Political Reform Act.  There is a requirement for who needs to file Form 700 to disclose any conflicts of interest for the District.
Director Berzinas stated he already files Form 700 with the State for his job.

All the Boardmembers agreed there were no changes to the Code.

AUTHORIZE THE SIGNING OF EXPRESSION OF INTEREST LETTER FOR A LINE OF CREDIT IN THE AMOUNT OF $300,000 WITH BAC COMMUNITY BANK

District Manager Espinoza explained the Expression of Interest Letter.  Because of the project that BIMID is doing the bank is willing to increase the Line of Credit to $300,000.  The Line of Credit is done annually and has to be applied for every year.

A motion was made by Director Berzinas and seconded by Director Amrine to authorize the signing of the Expression of Interest Letter for a Line of Credit in the Amount of $300,000 with BAC Community Bank.  The vote showed five directors in favor.  Motion carried.
Director Berzinas requested an agenda item to discuss the asset management program.

District Manager Espinoza stated it will be put on the November agenda.

DISTRICT MANAGER REPORT UPDATE ON GOALS, STRATEGIES, PROBLEM AREAS, WORK COMPLETED
A written report was available to the public.  The joint BIMID/BIMAC on the Bethel Island Road Improvements meeting on August 22, 2018 went well.  BIMID’s comments have been sent to the County and will be sent to Delta Coves.  There was a meeting with Delta Stewardship Council in regards to the Northwest Levee/Stone Road project.
There was a discussion on future projects and the Delta Stewardship Council.
District Manager Espinoza stated the Park signs have been ordered and are on the way.  The BIMID logo was taken off due to Bethel Island not having a community logo that could be used on the sign.
District Manager Espinoza stated that staff has been placing rock on the levee.  A levee patrol by land and water was completed.  The new loader has been delivered, training has been done and the new loader is being used for cleaning up the Mitigation Site.
District Manager Espinoza stated District Clerk Bixby will be attending the Board Secretary/Clerk Conference in October.
